Amendment to the Constitution 

Article IX – Relationships (New Section) 

Section 3: Absence of Quorum for either Council (Pastoral/Finance Councils)  

• If either Council is unable to establish a quorum in three (3) consecutive meetings: 

The Chairpersons shall call a joint meeting of PPC and PFC to discuss options                                 

to resolve the issue. 

• If all options have been explored and no solution found a Joint meeting may decide 

that the membership of both Councils shall form a Parish Council that will conduct    

business for both the PPC and PFC.
